Thanks and Praise
· Those who made a public commitment to Jesus and his church at the recent confirmation service. 
· Ally’s appointment as interim vicar of Bishops Tawton and Newport.
· A really good response to our Christmas services and activities from the local community; for the many opportunities to share the gospel.

Spring opportunities
· Lent; for setting up lent groups; a quiet day; for people getting excited about following Jesus and growing in their discipleship.
· Tawstock church; for Gary working with the church during lent and Easter to help strengthen the church and prepare for the future.
· A day to be led by Care for Family on Saturday 14th March to help us be a good friend to those who have experienced a bereavement; for us growing as a caring community; for those who are finding life tough.
· Our engagement with local schools; for collective worship, RE lessons, school governance and ethics committees.

Some specific requests
