Thanks and Praise
· A good Lent; for the Lent groups, quiet day, bereavement day, choral evensong and modern worship evening, school assemblies and Easter services. For the services and activities of Holy week and Easter.
· Rev Ally’s ministry amongst us, and for the new opportunity that awaits her in Newport and Bishops Tawton.
· Those who have served over the last year as wardens, treasurers, secretaries, PCC members, deanery synod reps and mission council members. For those who have stepped up to take on new roles at this year’s AGMs.
· The appointment of a mission community safeguarding officer (Sherrie) and treasurer (Robert).

Current challenges
· With Jacque and Rev Ally moving on, and no prospect of a team vicar soon, we are seriously short staffed. Please pray for wisdom for the leadership team in what to stop, what to do differently, and what to take on.
· A number of our churches are without key officers. Pray for people to be willing to step up to take on these important roles; specifically pray for treasurers for Atherington, Huntshaw and Yarnscombe, for a warden for Atherington, High Bickington and Huntshaw, and a secretary for Huntshaw and Tawstock.
· Several of our churches have their quinquennial building inspection this year. Some churches are seeking to undertake building work to make their churches more welcoming and useable; a toilet for Beaford, heating, lighting and decorating for Atherington, more heaters and disabled access for Horwood. Please pray for these specific issues, and also for our care of our church buildings generally.
